The firs
days of celebration was callddehregan Hamegan(iCollective Mehregan) where the general public celebrate
dancing and singing together. Our ancestors believed thatetmelyan nobles and rulers needed to be kir
people and support them through acts of giving and byngsitie poor. On the Z1day of Mehr, sixth day of th
celebration, the King also took part in the celebration.

On Mehregan Kings washed their body with an aromatic oil called “Baand put on a crown with the picture
the sun and its arrays.

On the first day, they washed their boilly fvagrant oil, ang
wore clean cloths and joined each other atMbhregantable. The Khaan (table cloth) bfehregan unlike Nouruz
(square and white) was red and round with the pictureeoStin in the middle with 12 arrays symbolizing thd
months of the year. Thdehregantable cloth was placed on the floor. Then they placed @dles on each arrg

of sun with six taller candles in between the arrayseyThdded the seven fruits as named above. T

“Koozeli (jugs) or flower pots with Cypress trees were addedhtoKhaan” signifying good thoughts, god
words, and good deeds. In addition to cypress, six vas@&®veérs which had to include a yellow (usug
Sundflower) and a red flower were added toKhaan.The other 4 flowers were of any wide variety of selecti
Finally, they put 2 flags of Iran on each side of iKi@an.All the family members and friends gathered around
Khaan prayed, puGollaab (rose water) on each other and celebrated by eatiitg émd sweets. Then they wen
the “Atashkadeh™for prayers. From the second to the fifth dayM#hregan people celebrated in the streets
singing and dancing. On the sixth day the King visited th@lpeand all united to celebrated Mehregan. Orj
sixth day ofMehreganthis song was chanted by all at home, in the Bazaarstegets, and in the Atashkadeh:
